HISTORY: This is a 62-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

Mr. Olanmide was recently seen here in routine visit on 09/08/2023 had labs drawn. He is here to review the results of those labs. He states since his last visit, she has had no reason to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care, and today states she has no complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 125/70.

Pulse 70.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. 
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Elevated creatinine.

2. Decreased eGFR.

PLAN: The patient and I had a lengthy discussion about lab results with elevated creatinine and decrease eGFR. He has a history of renal cyst. Review of his chart revealed that in the past he had a creatinine of 1.47. He was referred to a nephrologist who did an extensive workup and advised monitoring.
Today with an increase of 0.10, the patient was advised to hydrate himself the day before he returns, not to workout, not to be in the sun, to just drink plenty of fluids and return here first thing when we open next day at 8 o'clock to have these tests reevaluated. This could have been as a result of dehydration however with his history of renal cyst and prior elevated creatinine. I will consider referring back to the nephrologist if after hydration these variables are still elevated.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
