History: Ms. Nickerson was seen almost after a month. Ms. Nickerson is still on FMLA because she has an open wound over her right leg. She had removal of lateral two toes of her left foot. She goes to Wound Care at College Station Hospital and she has Accent Home Health Care come to her home to dress the wound. They are using seaweeds currently to help with the wound. Her left foot is swollen, but not erythematous. There was strong smell especially of the seaweeds from the wound. I made her take off all the dressings that went on from top of her thigh to her foot, extensive bandaging and everything was removed. Wound examined. It is going to take a while for the wound to heal. I advised her to continue wound dressing at the Wound Care Center as well as with the Home Health Care and I will follow her once a month. Advised leg elevation and proper hygiene. An Afluria flu shot was given. Extensive time spent in explaining the wound care and what she should do at home reviewing the home health records as well as records of the Wound Care Center and so it was a lengthy visit. We dressed her wound again in the office and we will see her in the office in a month.
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
