History: Ms. Deme is a very elderly white female who moved here from California to live with her niece Stephanie here. Stephanie has been excellent in taking care of Ms. Deme. Ms. Deme is elderly, appearing weak, fatigued, has urinary incontinence and bowel incontinence and is having episodes of TIA, is falling frequently. The patient has bleeding through the rectum and the niece Stephanie thinks she could have cancer. I told her the best thing right now because she is getting unmanageable at home is to take her to the hospital. I have also arranged for a hospice consult after talking to the patient. Stephanie thinks she is not able to take care of herself. She has fallen several times. She has feces in her room and Stephanie has to do lot of effort in cleaning the areas. When I told her that she needs to go to the hospital today, she states she would like to go in the morning. When I discussed with Stephanie, Stephanie states she will keep saying that and not go. So, may be good idea that the patient ends up going today while she is sick and Stephanie thinks she may have had a small TIA because when she fell her shoes were all in different directions, her cane was in a different direction and incontinent material on the floor was present and Ms. Deme has sustained a wound on her right leg. The wound seems to be healing, but her skin is extremely fragile and easily breakdown of skin happens with even touching her. I examined her legs. I talked to the patient today on video and saw her from the face; she looks fairly comfortable, but with her age and other problems; I think she has multiple problems, I told her we will have to do serial exams. I do agree with referring her to hospice if the patient is ready and that she qualifies.
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
