History: Ms. McCombs was seen in person. Ms. McCombs’ son was in the hospital for two months including rehab. She is still needing hospital bed She is still needing assistance. She is still needing physical therapy. The patient has a private duty person who is helping. Ms. McCombs also needs assistance because she has:

1. Chronic atrial fibrillation.

2. Congestive heart failure.

3. Hyponatremia.
She states to arrange everything in the bathtub and then move it and go for bath is really getting a chore for her. She states she needs assistance in bathing. She needs assistance in transfers. She states she is fully awake and alert. She can make phone calls. She can make arrangements. So, she is probably not to going to qualify for hospice. So, I suggested if she had funds that she could do home health. She could do a private duty person coming and assisting her because even if she had hospice, the hospice is not going to fix her lunch or give her bath on a regular basis. The patient had called herself and talked to Jennifer George, Hospice Care consultant at Accent Care and they already let her know that those services that she is wanting are not covered. So, she was brought to the office by her sister-in-law Ms. Sherille McCombs and Ms. McCombs stated that she could use, Ms. McCombs could pay the lady for her services when she is not helping Ms. Sherille McCombs’ husband and that was agreeable to Ms. McCombs. Otherwise, I told her that there are several private agencies that provide help for patients at home on payment basis. The patient denies any chest pains or shortness of breath or nausea or vomiting or diarrhea or fever. She was given a flu shot today. She will be seen in the office end of September.
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
