HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 50-year-old gentleman here today complaining of right ear pain, sore throat, fatigue and body aches. He has had these symptoms for several days now. He is not taking any medications for relief. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. No activity intolerance. No complaint of chest pain or shortness of breath. No abdominal pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Protonix.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He occasionally drinks alcohol. Negative for drugs or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/91. Pulse 91. Respirations 16. Temperature 99. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 220 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Do show some erythema to each tympanic membrane more so on the right. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a COVID test and a strep test, they were negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media and acute pharyngitis. The patient will receive Rocephin and dexamethasone as injections to be followed by Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. He is going to monitor his symptoms looking for improvement and return to clinic in a few days if not getting any significant improvement. Plenty of fluids and plenty of rest.
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
