The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri was somewhat anxious because she has to undergo her surgery for her fibroid uterus on the 09/22/23. She has to be completed by cardiac checkup and other physical check up clearance before the surgery will be done. She also concerned that her doctor has reported that she has to go for echocardiogram because she noticed some changes in EKG. I further discussed that I would like to know. She has been taking several psychotropic medications and she has to report to her primary care physician and also with the cardiologist and also with the surgeon about the medication as it may interfere with the functioning. I have been reminding her that every three months or six months she should have an EKG to make sure that everything is healthy and fine to which her mother was involved and reported that she would find out from the cardiology and send the report to my office. The patient is alert and oriented seeing her therapist. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. I reassured her she would be fine for the surgery and keep taking her medications. She described there was no suicidal thoughts. No symtoms or hallucination or delusion. No side effect of the medications. She is taking all her medications regularly.  The patient has been recovering from posttraumatic stress disorder and schizoaffective disorder and since she has been seeing therapist she feels much better.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: Continue with the Haldol 10 mg b.i.d, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d, Zoloft 50 mg daily, lorazepam 0.5 mg p.r.n, 30 tablets was given, gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d, Depakote 250 mg b.i.d, seroquel 50 mg at bedtime. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. 30-day supply was ordered.
