The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. David had been cooperative, appropriate and attentive. He described that he is doing all right. He is not much living with the family and he has a brother and their kids and he is spending time with them. He denies any auditory or visual hallucinations and does not feel any paranoid delusion. Not too worried about, but he is concerned about going for psychological evaluation at the forensic center. It is overbooked and therefore his attorney is working on it. It has been reported by the court to get a complete checkup at the forensic center. The patient has been taking his medication olanzapine 20 mg daily and Prolixin 5 mg twice a day. He described his medication has been working and he is feeling much better. He was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Though process organized. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia and restlessness. He described he is doing exercise and also controlling his weight. The patient was appropriate, cooperative and attentive and has been willing to cooperate with the treatment. He is having closer contact with his attorney about the court appointed evaluation.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenic chronic paranoid symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the olanzapine 20 mg at bedtime, Prolixin 5 mg twice a day. The patient has been taking two antipsychotic but it has been helping him a lot to control his negative symptoms of schizophrenia and mood stabilizer plus also control positive symptoms with combination of medication. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness or dyskinesia or dystonia was noted. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
