REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No edema. No swelling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake and lying on the bed. She has expressive aphasia.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/80, pulse 60, temperature 97.3, respiration 22, and pulse ox 95%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right BKA.

Neuro: She is awake, lying on the bed, disoriented, forgetful, and confused.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has CVA.

2. DVT left leg.

3. Pulmonary embolism.

4. Dysarthria secondary to CVA.

5. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction.

7. History of PVD status post right BKA.

PLAN: I reviewed all the medications and the lab. We will continue all her current medications. She was recently treated for tooth infection with mandibular abscess, has I&D done and significant recovery. The patient is doing fairly well at this point. Care plan discussed with nursing the staff.
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
