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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

History: Ms. Lisa Branecky is a 64-year-old white female who is here as a new patient since she has moved here. The patient has problems with high blood pressure and ADD and occasional wheezing for which she uses albuterol inhaler. The patient states she used to see Dr. Dhaduk for blood pressure medicines as well as ADD medicine. The patient states Dr. Dhaduk did not accept insurance and it was getting very expensive for her to pay. A Texas PMP was checked. The patient wanted refills of her blood pressure medicine and Adderall
Operations: Include hysterectomy and gallbladder surgery.

Allergies: PENICILLIN.
Medications: The patient’s home medications include:

1. Amlodipine 5 mg once a day.

2. Lisinopril 20/25 mg one tablet once a day.

3. The patient is on Adderall, last filled on 05/22/23.
4. Dextroamphetamine ER 25 mg a day, last filled on 05/22/23.

Social History: The patient is 64 years old and appeared reliable. She has finished high school and college. She worked as a concierge at the Water Crest Homes. She quit her job there on 08/11/23. She is a retired teacher teaching high school in Columbus, Texas; Weimar, Texas; and Schulenburg, Texas. The patient states her daughter and son-in-law live here. They have opened a big plant store called Texas Plant Connection. She is now retired. She still teaches at times English and Spanish. She states she has a 4-month-old granddaughter that she is taking care of at home. She is divorced for 12 years. She has two children; youngest is 28-year-old. She does smoke socially. Denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs.

Review of Systems: The patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination: Normal as in the chart.
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An EKG showed sinus rhythm and a right bundle-branch block. The patient is advised complete labs to be done at CPL in addition to random urine drug screen.

I told that the Texas PMP reveals the patient got her medicine till 05/2023. The patient states for the retired teachers they have a telehealth program called Teladoc and she has been getting medicine from then for July, August and September. The patient has never had a colonoscopy done and a Cologuard is already ordered. The patient is advised complete lab work including CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH. A Cologuard will be sent. Blood pressure medicine refilled. The patient will need a bone density. Apparently, the patient has been getting medicines from Dr. Dhaduk since January 2022. She was given refill of a prescription Adderall XR. I told her she will have to come in any time next week or two for doing the CNVS test. She is given lab work that includes all the labs including CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH as well as a random urine drug screen and will be seen in the office in couple of weeks. There is a family history of melanoma with the patient’s mother.
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
