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1. BH, 6-year-old child presents with a rash and fever, diagnosed with chicken pox, treated with Benadryl. No pneumonia or other associated symptoms. The patient was happy with the care received.
2. LA, is a 42-year-old with headache and earache diagnosed with dental caries, hyperglycemia, and diabetes, treated with Toradol and clindamycin. CBC within normal limits. Blood sugar is slightly elevated. The patient was happy with the care received.
3. BH, is a 49-year-old status post cholecystectomy having abdominal pain. CT showed possible stone at the ampulla of Vater. The patient was admitted to the hospital where his cholecystectomy was done. The patient was transferred to HCA Tampa. The patient did not answer the phone.

4. RJ, is a 24-year-old young lady was seen for swelling of the hand, but the wait was too long and she left, but she otherwise is happy with the hospital from previous visits.

5. JH, 18-year-old involved in motor vehicle accident complaining of headache and neck pain. All x-rays within normal limits. Treated with antiinflammatory and Robaxin and was happy with the care received.

6. SP, is a 30-year-old with vaginal bleed. No infection. No pregnancy. Treated with Provera 10 mg for the next seven days. Left message for the patient to call back. Diagnosed with dysfunctional uterine bleeding, referred to her PCP.

7. GR, is a 14-year-old young man with wrist pain, arm pain, and leg pain involving the motor vehicle accident. X-rays all within normal limits. Treated with cyclobenzaprine and prednisone taper. Mother was happy with the care that the child received.

8. SH, is a 31-year-old with conjunctivitis, treated with antibiotic drops. Happy with the care received.

9. KJ, 12-year-old with laceration of the upper lip, required three catgut stitches inside the mouth and one on the outside of the lip. The patient was happy.
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
