Mr. Munoz is a 57-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 14 years ago. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and right forefoot amputation due to work injury in 2014. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day, NovoLog 20-22 units three times a day with meals, and Toujeo 52 units each evening. The patient moved from Chile about seven to eight months ago. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, we are going to get a current hemoglobin A1c. His previous A1c was 6.5%. We are going to recommend adding Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks and increase to 0.5 mg weekly. I would recommend decreasing Toujeo to 30 units once daily and continuing NovoLog 20-22 units three times a day with meals and continue metformin 1000 mg twice a day.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, I check current lipid panel and he is currently on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. Followup with primary care provider Ms. Brittany King.
