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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 86-year-old African American female that we follow in the clinic because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has a creatinine that is 1.7 mg% and with estimated GFR around 29 mL/min. The patient is asymptomatic. The amount of protein excreted is minimal. We have been following her because of the presence of anemia. The levels of iron saturation and transferrin saturation are within normal limits. The B12 level is within normal limits. The folate level is within normal limits. Most likely situation is that the patient has anemia related to CKD versus the possibility of myelodysplastic syndrome.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has thoracic and aortic aneurysm that had been documented for several years; the patient is declining any type of intervention.

5. The body weight continues to go down and the BMI is down to 34. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
