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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD II. The patient is very reliable, very compliant. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 08/28/2023, the serum creatinine is 1 and the BUN is 12. The patient has an estimated GFR of 76 mL/min. The protein-creatinine ratio is less than 4 mg%.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure today is somewhat elevated 169/72. However, he has a record at home in which the blood pressure is between 120 and 130 systolic and 70 diastolic most of the time.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Coronary artery disease, followed by the cardiologist Dr. Siracuse on regular basis.

5. The patient has pain, numbness and tingling in the right hand and it has been significant, and for that reason, we are going to send him to the neurologist for evaluation for neuropathy and for the possibility of carpal tunnel syndrome.
