SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No exposure. Sexually not active. Last period was 09/08/2023.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 85 pounds. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 106. Blood pressure 88/59.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

UA shows blood but no evidence of bacteria.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hematuria.

2. Dysuria.

3. The patient was on her period at least eight days ago.

4. Treat with Keflex.

5. Motrin for fever.

6. No evidence of pyelonephritis.

7. Cannot rule out nephrolithiasis. If symptoms continue, they will come back tomorrow or go to the emergency room tonight.

8. If symptoms improve, we will get her to come back for urine test in the next week or so.
