PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 44 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 101. Blood pressure 93/62.

HEENT: TMs are red especially on the right side. 
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted. No meningismus.
LUNGS: Clear. There is expiratory wheezing present.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. URI.

2. Bronchial asthma.

3. Bronchitis.

4. Treat with Amoxil 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d.

5. Bromfed DM for cough.

6. Albuterol inhaler.

7. Mother knows how to use an inhaler.

8. Always rinse her mouth afterwards.

9. Postnasal drip.

10. If not improved in the next 24 hours or so, to return.

11. They do have a nebulizer at home, but since the mentally impaired sister is using the nebulizer and mother knows how to use an inhaler, we are going to treat one with the inhaler at this time unless things do not improve.
