The patient presents with history of vomiting x7 today, exposed to strep.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory except being exposed to strep.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation of the pharynx. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was done which was positive.
DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for amoxicillin, was given Zofran 2 mg IM in the office with prescription of Zofran, to increase fluids, to follow up with PCP and here if not able to get in, if necessary.
