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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old Hispanic female that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient has remained in a stable condition. The serum creatinine that was done on 09/06/2023, is 1.2 and the estimated GFR is 46. The patient has an excretion of protein that is around 400 mg/g of creatinine; she is taking Farxiga.

2. Urinary tract infections from E. coli in the presence of glucosuria, should be treated. We are going to call in the prescription for Cipro 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. since there is sensitivity to this medication.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. The hemoglobin A1c came down from 8.5 to 8% and the patient was emphasized about the need to follow the diet in order to get a better blood sugar control and protect the kidney.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. The patient has history of carcinoid tumor in the lung that is followed at the Moffitt Cancer Center.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control; the cholesterol is below 200.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient is in fairly stable condition.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup and 17 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
