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Dear Dr. Barua:

I had the pleasure to see Jimmy today for initial evaluation for seizures.  Majority of the history is provided by the sister.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient has seizure for the past seven years.  The patient has no known history of trauma.  The seizure just happened out of the blue.  He does not know the cause of the seizure.  However, the patient has been taking Keppra.  Since he has been taking Keppra he does not have any seizures any more.  He denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Seizure disorder.
2. Acute renal failure.
3. Elevated TSH.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY
Heart surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS
Keppra 1000 mg twice a day.
ALLERGIES
The patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is single.  The patient is currently not working.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
The patient has weight loss.

IMPRESSION
History of seizure disorder for about seven years.  Majority of history is provided by the sister.  According to the sister, she does not know the cause of the seizure.  According to her, the patient did not have any head trauma.  There is no head injury.  The patient is just having seizures with undetermined etiology.  The patient has been taking Keppra.  It has been very effective for the seizure prevention.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Recommend the patient to continue to take the Keppra 1000 mg twice a day.

2. I will obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate for seizures.
3. Explained to the patient common side effects from the Keppra.  Explained to them to let me know immediately if he has any more seizures.
4. Recommend the patient to follow up with me on 10/09/2023.
