HPI: An 86-year-old with advanced vascular dementia and BPSD of sundowning which begins about 4 o’clock in the afternoon and she receives Haldol 0.5 mg at 5 p.m. which calms her up until about 7 to 8 o’clock when she starts yelling out for help. She will be sitting in her recliner and just yelling help and cannot tell you why and tonight when I heard her yelling out she was sitting on her recliner, but had gotten herself toward the edge and wanted to get into her wheelchair. Staff report that that is a common scenario; they put her in the wheelchair and then she call out 15 minutes later wanting to be put back into the recliner. She was alert, clear-eyed, made eye contact when I was speaking with her about this. She stated that she would not yell if she was moved. Medically, she is stable. There have been no other changes in her medications and her current BPSD meds are Haldol 0.5 mg at 4 p.m., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d. and ABH gel 1/25/1 mg/0.5 mL, 0.5 mL 8 a.m., 2 p.m. and 8 p.m. Changes that are ordered are ABH gel we will have 8 p.m. dose increased to 1 mL, 4 p.m. Haldol will be increased to 1 mg and a p.r.n. Haldol order of 1 mg p.o. x 1 after 4 p.m. These orders were reviewed with the evening nurse who is here when behavioral issues have occurred.
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
