CC: COVID positive with venous ulcers.
HPI: A 93-year-old seen in room she was seated quietly. She was upright and looking around curiously but directable. The patient tested COVID positive on 09/10 and has mild symptoms and occasional cough nonproductive. She also has developed lower extremity edema resulting in a venous ulcer with drainage. She has followed by Universal Home Health and they have placed Unna boots, which appear to be of benefit. She has reported good PO intake. She is sleeping at night. Denied pain when asked.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia though not formally diagnosed, MMSC will be administered once COVID issue is resolved, HTN, atrial fibrillation, hyperlipidemia, DM II, CKD III, hypothyroid, and history of falls with recent SAH.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

DIET: Regular with Ensure one can q.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/29 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female well groomed, alert, and looking around.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/72, pulse 78, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, O2 saturation 97%, and weight 151.4 pounds.

HEENT: Sclerae clear. Corrective lenses in place. She did except having a mask put on.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. She has what sounds like a wet cough but nonproductive.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop noted.

EXTREMITIES: Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. COVID positive it is x4 days approximately. She has mild symptoms and mild wet cough, which she has not been febrile or had any other significant issues. Discontinue quarantine with retesting as appropriate.

2. Lower extremity edema with venous ulcers. Unna boots are in place and there is some notable decrease in her edema.
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
