CC: Clarify eye drops.
HPI: A 99-year-old female with macular degeneration. She has two different eyedrops with different administration schedules and that will be clarified today and she is in agreement. The patient was last seen 08/23 for a left lower leg wound started on Augmentin for one week and improvised wound care order to evaluate and treat wound. The patient had a partial thickness wound with scant serous drainage. There was epithelial granulation and wound care includes Medihoney and calcium alginate MWS covered with foam dressing. The patient is quiet, the weather has been dreary and drizzly and most of the residents are already in pajamas in their rooms. Her only concern was making sure that her eyedrop was written correctly.

DIAGNOSES: Macular degeneration with progression, left lower leg wound receiving wound care, HTN, and unspecified dementia with progression.

MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol 75 mg h.s., clonidine 0.2 mg b.i.d., torsemide 20 mg MWF, KCl 10 mEq MWF, artificial tears two drops OU q.i.d., Haldol 0.5 mg one and half tablet 5 p.m., and MVI gummies q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular and bite size food.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in room quiet and cooperative.
She makes eye contact. She is able to communicate her need agrees with order that will be written and was pleased with the wound care that she has received.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: In her manual wheelchair that she can propel. No lower extremity edema. Left lower shin area wrapped with foam dressing.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x 2 can reference for date and time. Speech is clear. Makes her needs known and understands given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Eye drop verification. Refresh tears two drops OU q.i.d. and discontinue artificial tears.
