CC: Medication issues with the patient being agitated and in a tizzy about medication issues.

HPI: Apparently, the patient has not been on gabapentin which was 600 mg at h.s. for peripheral neuropathy. I was not aware of that and in speaking with the patient’s daughter later, she states that it was discontinued after her most recent hospitalization on 08/01/23 to 08/11/23. Daughter took the patient to see Dr. Burrows who deals with neuropathy and he prescribed gabapentin 800 mg h.s. and the issue was that medication was not thought to have been received on the unit and few hours later, it was actually found in the medication room. So, the patient did receive her medication and hopefully is sleeping. The patient made an issue of her CPAP mask stating that it does not fit and that air leaks. She has complained to the daughter about that. However, staff has tried to adjust the mask for her. She would not let them stating it will bruise her face. She has just been very disagreeable for the last several days with both daughter and facility.
DIAGNOSES: Peripheral neuropathy, obstructive sleep apnea with CPAP, HTN, CHF, DM-II, chronic pain management, allergic rhinitis, and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/16/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: NCS and mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented patient seated in a wheelchair who just went on and on about different things and continue to work herself up. 
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around in her manual wheelchair which she propels. She is a transfer assist, but has been able to transfer herself. We will call for help if needed and she had no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is not willing to listen to what could have possibly gone on becoming impatient. Daughter tried to explain things to her and hopefully that is all now resolved.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Peripheral neuropathy. She is now receiving gabapentin 800 mg at h.s.
2. OSA with CPAP. She refuses to let anyone assist her. Different staff members have tried to explain to her how to adjust the facemask, but that she also needs to quit picking at it and playing with it, but she remains disagreeable regarding that.
