CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: A 91-year-old with advanced dementia and Parkinson’s disease with increasing behavioral issues. She has become a bit more defiant and not redirectable this is concerning regarding her mobility. She attempts to get around with her walker but is unsteady. She is aggressive verbally or will try to scratch aids if they are in her way and is rude to other residents as she is trying to go past them. She is also requiring assist with 5/6 ADLs and is impatient to wait her turn after using the call light, which she frequently does not use. I have spoken with the DON who is called me a few times regarding patient’s behavioral issues. She needs to be moved to memory care and I recommended that her son/POA Kelly be contacted for that move to be as soon as possible. I have also given an order for move to MC. I am not told that her son cannot set up her room in MC until Friday the 22nd and there was a respite room that was made available in memory care but he has deferred that not wanting her to be more confused. The room is in the MC and she would be out on the unit without the residence so the question of whether a different room would confuse her or not really is not valid. I will contact him next week to make sure that she is either moved or has to have a sitter.
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
