ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with biopsies.

INDICATION:
DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (monitored anesthesia care). A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the gastric remnant. The anastomotic site with the small intestine was noted to be unremarkable. Afferent and efferent loops were entered and examined and this were unremarkable. Random biopsies obtained from the small bowel to check for celiac disease as a cause of abdominal pain. The scope was withdrawan into the gastric lumen. Careful examination was made of the gastric remnant. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. The mucosa appeared unremarkable. Random biopsies obtained from the gastric remnant to check for Helicobacter pylori infection. The scope was withdrawn and examined in the GE junction. The Z-line was noted to be somewhat irregular, biopsies obtained from distal esophagus to check for short-segment Barrett’s esophagus. The scope was withdrawn carefully were examine the entire length of the esophagus, which was unremarkable. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.

FINDINGS: Surgical changes consistent with the patient surgical history. Irregular Z-line. Otherwise, unremarkable upper endoscopy.

PLAN:

1. Review of pathology.

2. Follow up office visit in two weeks.
