History: Ms. Ramsey was seen today. Ms. Ramsey states she had her tooth pulled yesterday. She states that doctor did till tell her that the tooth was infected. The tooth was bothering her and giving her pain for a while before she had it removed. After the removal, the dentist did not give her any antibiotics. She states she feels good, but she still feels today some pain on the right ear the same side where she had the tooth pulled and little soreness over the right side of the head. The patient is on Wegovy and has lost two more pounds. I examined her ear and her scalp and basically has some tenderness over the scalp. She has a small cyst on her scalp, but she has seen a dermatologist who is just following her by serial exams. Both ears were normal. The throat was normal. Her chest was normal on exam. I feel the tooth removal probably irritated some of the nerves in the mouth giving her this radiating pain. I have suggested that she use Advil or Aleve and at least take five-day course of antibiotics. The patient understands plan of treatment. I told her we need to do serial exams if her symptoms persist.
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
