The patient with history of dysuria, with gross hematuria and frequency for the past three days, with some upper respiratory infection, being treated with amoxicillin that she is still taking mostly by getting over the weekend and with father according to mother with respiratory symptoms cleared.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recent upper respiratory infection as above with prescription of amoxicillin.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Does very good in school with good grades, was being counseled.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without CVA tenderness, abdominal tenderness according to mother. No evidence of genital inflammation, irritation or itching. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: UA obtained showed trace hematuria and pyuria. Because of that, cultures also obtained of urine. The patient is to call with results in a few days. Given prescription for Bactrim pill to take twice a day for 10 days and over-the-counter Azo Standard with increased fluids and cranberry juice. Follow up with PCP and as needed.
