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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation for treatment of migraine.

Dear Dr. Williams,
Thank you for referring Leah Taresh for neurological evaluation.

Leah is the daughter of Valerie Taresh; another patient in my practice.

There is a strong family history of migraine.

Leah reports that under the care of her psychiatrist the bupropion medication, a known contributor to headaches, is being tapered.

She gave an additional important history that therapeutic treatment with buspirone would precipitate her headaches.

That medication is being discontinued. She gave an additional headache history today that her headaches always tend to occur on the same time on the same side of the head infrequently shifting to the other side, but more importantly lasting for only brief periods of time before recurrence.

She reports no focal areas of significant tenderness to suggest a localized neuralgia. She reported the trials of Nurtec and Ubrelvy were of equivocal benefit.

Her neurological examination today otherwise appears to be normal.

In consideration of this headache history and the lack of benefit on the newer medication, I suspect that her diagnosis is that of paroxysmal hemicrania; a disorder that is exquisitely responsive and sensitive to indomethacin.
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In consideration of this, I have given her a prescription to initiate 25 mg tablets up to three times per day.

I have also given her a prescription to initiate riboflavin vitamin B2 400 mg to take with a therapeutic vitamin on a regular basis since this may provide additional benefit for headache prophylaxis.

I am scheduling her for a followup evaluation in the office in one week to judge the benefit of this medication trial.

I will send a followup report then as we move forward and consider further evaluation and testing that might be necessary.
