HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 44-year-old female. She was admitted to the subacute rehab. The patient has a multiple medical problem including obesity, previous gastric bypass surgery, liver cirrhosis, encephalopathy with change in mental status, neuropathy, chronic pain, hypothyroidism, anemia, sacral decubitus ulcer, and enterococcus bacteremia was treated in the hospital with IV antibiotic. Course while in the subacute rehab, the patient was maintained all her medications as per recommendation from the hospital. She was monitored closely and physical therapy was seeing the patient. Overall, the patient prognosis I have discussed with the patient husband and the mother multiple times because of ambulatory dysfunction, difficulty ambulation, and chronic opioid independence. The patient has in the rehab that was being managed along with wound team, physical therapy, and the medical team. Local skin care was being done but she has recurrent episode of hypotension required multiple transfer to the hospital. The patient was readmitted to FutureCare Charles Village after antibiotic course given in the hospital completed the course for hypotension, she was maintained on midodrine and all her other medication continued but overall the patient condition was not improving significantly on 08/01/2022 the patient was noted to have change in mental status by the nursing staff at 5:30 a.m. blood pressure was reported to be 63/38, temperature 99.7, pulse 120, and respiration 14. She was placed on *__________*. 911 was called and patient was transferred by 911 to Union Memorial Hospital.

ASSESSMENT: At the time of discharge:
1. Change in mental status.

2. Tachycardia.

3. Acute respiratory distress with hypoxia.

4. Liver cirrhosis.

5. Encephalopathy.

6. Previous history of gastric bypass surgery with nutritional deficiency.

7. Hypothyroidism.

8. Anemia and previous blood transfusion.

9. Sacral decubitus ulcer.

10. Obesity.

11. Hypotension.

12. History of gastric bypass surgery in the past.

13. Chronic pain.

14. Ambulatory dysfunction.
