PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Stable. The patient is afebrile.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left leg edema present and tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: I have reviewed the labs. The patient has anemia and stool for occult blood was negative reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with septic arthritis of the left knee.

2. Hypertension.

3. Severe DJD.

4. Previous hip surgery in the past and hip replacement surgery.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: Because of significant swelling left leg, I ordered venous Doppler and we will followup on that. Start CBC, CMP, and CK level. The patient is already on IV antibiotic and daptomycin. She is afebrile. We will continue the current medications. I have discussed with the patient and the nursing staff. We will also follow sed rate.
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
