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1. MS, 26-year-old with body ache, headache and chills after coming back from the casino, thought she had COVID, she did not. She had sinus infection. Treated with Motrin and azithromycin. Happy with the care and the doctor.

2. PV, 37-year-old woman with swollen neck, diagnosed with the right ear infection, placed on Keflex and Bactroban. Left message.

3. MS, 66-year-old woman with heel pain, diagnosed with a large heel spur on Naprosyn. Given Toradol x1. Very happy with the care. She is going to see her podiatrist for an injection later.

4. MN, 47-year-old male with a swollen painful toe. X-rays showed no fracture. Positive contusion. Placed on diclofenac. He was happy with the care, shown improvement.

5. BD, 37-year-old male with chemical burn to the hand, diagnosed with dermatitis. Blood pressure out of control. The dermatitis was treated with triamcinolone and Medrol and placed on Norvasc for his blood pressure till he sees his physician. Very impressed with the care received.

6. CC, 51-year-old woman with abscess right hand. CBC and CMP negative. Given clindamycin and vancomycin. Blood sugar 199. X-rays showed no osteo. Sent to Kingwood Hospital. She is waiting to go to surgery. As I spoke to her this morning, she was happy with the care received in Deerbrook though.

7. EM, 13-year-old with foot injury. X-rays negative. The number that was left was not working.

8. AG, 32-year-old woman with possible wound infection. She had a tubal and had some skin infection. She was treated with Cipro per surgeon, minimal response. Dr. A put the patient on nystatin and Septra DS. Left message for her to call me back.
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9. JW, is a 3-year-old with swollen left eye. Diagnosed with pinkeye and otitis media. Treated with Amoxil and eye drops, already doing better.

10. SQ, 56-year-old woman in a motor vehicle accident. No loss of consciousness. Shoulder and knee x-rays showed contusion. Treated with Robaxin and Motrin. Left message for her to call me back.

11. WC, 50-year-old with ankle pain. No fracture. Hurt his ankle climbing down his truck. Diagnosed with contusion. Doing better. Liked the doctor very much.

12. EV, 48-year-old woman with low abdominal pain and back pain. CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and CT, consistent with UTI with no radiopaque stone, lots of blood in the urine, treated with Motrin and Macrobid. Left a message for her to call me back.

13. MS, is a 51-year-old woman comes in with chest pain. Dr. A realizes it is more of a gastroesophageal reflux. Nevertheless, she performs cardiac workup. EKG, D-dimer, BMP, urinalysis, and chest x-ray all negative. Treated with Protonix in the emergency room with good response and would consider calling cardiology just because the patient presented with chest pain chief complaint. Nevertheless, the workup was complete and up to par. The phone is not set up to receive messages.

14. KH, 11-year-old with a left arm injury, distal radial fracture, treated appropriately and the phone kept being busy.

15. AM, is a 12-year-old with a foot injury. X-rays were negative. Mother is in the middle of getting an appointment with the orthopedist today. She was happy with the care received.

16. TF, 43-year-old with flu-like symptoms and flank pain. CBC, CMP, CT, UA, UPT, and UDS all negative except for a small dermoid cyst and possible leiomyoma. Treated with Motrin 600 mg and sent home. Left message.

17. FK, 30-year-old with conjunctivitis. Treated with TobraDex and Augmentin. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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
