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1. LR, 12-month-old baby with scratches after the patient turned over his walker. Exam was negative. The phone number was restricted; could not call the parents to see how the baby was doing today.

2. GF, 7-year-old with an insect bite, abdominal wall. Dr. H was very impressed with the cellulitis. Treated the patient with Benadryl, Zofran, Rocephin, prednisone, and Solu-Medrol. Sent the patient home with Augmentin. Mother was very impressed with the care that the patient received and the infection is per mother 70% better today. This was the result of an insect bite to the abdominal wall.

3. EG, is a 38-year-old woman who thought her blood pressure was elevated. Her blood pressure was normal. It turned out to be related to the new machine she had purchased from Amazon. Nevertheless, she had cardiac workup, UDS, CBC and CMP, all within normal limits. The patient has had some recent esophagitis type symptoms and was treated with Protonix and released. She was very happy with the care received.
4. CM, 37-year-old male with flu-like symptoms and COVID exposure. Swab tests negative. He was doing fine till he had a bout of nausea, vomiting and diarrhea today. He is coming back to the hospital to get a release to work, but he was happy with the care received and now he is feeling much better nevertheless.
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
