This is a 65-year-old male who was admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility under hospice from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  The patient stopped his hemodialysis last week.  The patient’s daughter is at bedside.  Family is aware of his passing away soon.  He has multiple wounds to his both legs and is having discomfort.
PMH:
Significant for hypertension, atrial fibrillation, peripheral vascular disease, and end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis.
FH:
Noncontributory.

SH:
Denies smoking, drinking or any drug abuse.
ALLERGIES:
None.

MEDICATIONS:
As per attached list.

ROS:
As per history of present illness.

PE:
The patient is sleepy because he just received morphine. He is comfortable, hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple.  No JVD.

HEART:  S1 and S2 regular.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.

ABDOMEN:  Soft.
EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.
CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.  Detailed exam is not possible.
LABS & HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Hypothyroidism, hypertension, chronic systolic heart failure, peripheral vascular disease, and end-stage renal disease on hemodialysis.
P:
The patient is admitted to this facility on hospice care.  Significant amount of time more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s old medical records and plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  He is on hospice to keep him comfortable.  The patient has refused hemodialysis when he was alert, awake, oriented x 3.  We will keep him comfortable and this was discussed with the patient’s daughter who is at bedside.
