HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion. No shortness of breath.

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Right knee pain significantly better and ankle pain is better.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and cooperative. He has dysarthria and expressive aphagia due to previous traumatic brain injury.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/76, pulse 90, temperature 90.4, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Respiratory: He is breathing comfortable.

Extremities: He has no edema and right knee significantly swelling improved.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has expressive aphagia and dysarthria.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Recent right knee septic arthritis completed antibiotic course.

3. Aspiration pneumonia treated and currently tolerating oral diet.

4. Suspected liver mass and has been evaluated by hematology and oncology. He will follow outpatient.

5. History of traumatic brain injury with right side weakness.

PLAN: We will continue all the current medications. No other acute issues reported today.
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
