SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today and he has been doing fairly well. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. I have discussed with the patient no complaint today. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. Currently, the patient is taking melatonin for insomnia 5 mg daily, labetalol 200 mg twice a day, gabapentin 100 mg every eight hours for neuropathy, Senokot for constipation, clonidine 0.1 mg b.i.d., Keppra 750 mg two tablets twice a day, modafinil 100 mg daily for narcolepsy, vitamin D supplement 200 units daily, Depakote 250 mg b.i.d. for mood disorder, Seroquel 50 mg daily, Seroquel also for mood disorder and behavior disturbance, Tylenol 500 mg two tablets every six hours, and MiraLax 17 g daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, and sitting in the bed.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 78, temperature 97.8, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake and alert. He does have a memory deficit.

LABS: I have reviewed all his labs. He has previously incidental finding in the chest x-ray and lung nodule. We will repeat the chest x-ray while he is at the rehab center to followup on that.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted to the rehab unit with bilateral frontotemporal brain contusion with subdural hematoma.

2. Status post subarachnoid and intraventricular bleed with diffuse cerebral edema.

3. Status post craniectomy.

4. Cognitive and neurobehavioral dysfunction.

5. Hypertension.

6. Narcolepsy.
