SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen in the nursing rehab today. The patient has been doing well after starting antibiotic. The patient toothache has significantly much better. She is very comfortable at present. She is lying in the bed. Her son is visiting and he is at the bedside. The patient denies any fever or chills. The patient is alert, awake and cooperative, but she has dysarthria.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and dysarthria.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 90, temperature 98.3, respiration 20, and pulse ox 94%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes are anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right leg BKA stump healed well and left leg trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, dysarthria, and ambulatory dysfunction.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted status post acute CVA.

2. Status post PEG placement.

3. Dysarthria.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction.

5. Recent dental infection maintained on penicillin via G-tube.

6. Dysphagia. She has status post PEG placement. Previous left leg DVT.

7. History of pulmonary embolism.

8. Peripheral vascular disease status post right BKA.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications I have reviewed. Care plan discussed with the patient son who is sitting at the bedside all his questioned answered.
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
