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1. MV, 46-year-old seen with cough, cold, and congestion. Swab test negative. Treated with Afrin and Flonase. The patient did not answer the phone.

2. JM, 29-year-old with right knee abscess. Diagnosed with cellulitis of the knee. Treated with Motrin and Bactrim DS. In the ER, received one dose of Bactrim DS p.o. Today, the wound is more filled with pus, warmer to touch, more painful and I told mother to take the patient back to the emergency room for a recheck. They did not do an I&D and mother was wondering why they did not do an I&D. There was no mention of I&D yesterday. Nevertheless, they are going back to the emergency room today. No blood work was done on 09/20/23 either. Mother was very happy with Dr. Tubb.

3. JB, is a 5-year-old child with fever and sore throat. Swab test negative, but Dr. Tubb felt like the patient had positive strep. The findings were consistent with strep so he treated the patient with dexamethasone and Augmentin and the child is doing much better and they thought Dr. Tubb was very nice.
4. DY, is a 25-year-old with jaw swelling related to dental caries. He was given Toradol. His blood work showed a white count of 8000. His CT showed evidence of severe dental caries, no abscess formation. Blood sugar was 296, was given insulin 4 units. He was given antibiotics. CT reviewed. Mother was happy with the care. He is showing some improvement and they are going to send their regular doctor regarding the blood sugar of 296 that was noted in the emergency room with a hematocrit of 55. The patient received clindamycin and dexamethasone in the emergency room. He was sent home with clindamycin.

5. KT, 18-year-old male with fever and headache. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Given Flonase. Said that Dr. Tubb was very nice.

6. AV, 26-year-old with possible COVID instead he had a positive strep. He was given Zofran in the emergency room, sent home with Amoxil and Zofran. Left message for the patient to call back.
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
