Today, she has no complaint. No bleeding. No hematuria. No cough. No congestion.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 129/78, pulse 77, temperature 97.7, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Decreased breath sound at the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral edema present, but there is no calf tenderness. She does have a pain in the knee also intermittent.
Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction status post fall with multiple left-sided rib fracture.

2. DVT.

3. Pulmonary embolism.

4. Diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: Continue all her current medications. Anticoagulation has been maintained and patient is improving slowly. Care plan discussed with the patient and also the nursing staff.
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
