SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today as a followup at subacute rehab. For abnormal lab today, I was called by the nursing staff with abnormal lab. The patient has been on Keppra. We monitored the level when repeat Keppra level came back 47. Keppra level they were reviewed and the medications has been adjusted. The patient at present when I saw him, he denies any headache or dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No recent seizure reported. He has been complaint with medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert. He has memory impairment.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/72, pulse 70, temperature 90.4, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral leg edema significantly improved. There is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake. He is alert. He has a memory deficit.

LABS: Sodium 144, potassium 4.7, chloride 110, CO2 25, glucose 80, BUN 20, and creatinine 1.2.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted at subacute rehab for seizure disorder.

2. Left leg DVT.

3. History of noncompliance.

4. Cognitive impairment.

5. Anxiety disorder.

6. History of Wernicke’s encephalopathy.

7. History of CVA.

8. HIV disease.

9. History of alcohol abuse.

10. History of schizoaffective disorder.
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PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. I have adjusted the dose of Keppra because of elevated levels. Although, the patient is asymptomatic. We have changed the dose of Keppra 750 mg twice a day. We will continue all his current medications. I will followup level. Otherwise, no other issues reported today by the staff.
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
