Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral knee contracture right worse than the left.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has ambulatory dysfunction and has been using wheelchair to ambulate.

LABS: Reviewed. Labs reviewed by me. Diabetes is fairly control. Recent hemoglobin A1c was done in September is 7.1 is reasonable. All other labs also reviewed and medication reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Bilateral knee contracture.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. Peripheral vascular disease.

4. HIV disease.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. History of liver cirrhosis.
