PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, lying in the bed, and more alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/68, pulse 66, temperature 97.7, respiration 20, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive. G-tube is in place.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, more alert, and lying in the bed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Diarrhea secondary to laxative. She is on lactulose, Senokot, and docusate I will hold all those.

2. CVA.

3. Seizure disorder.

4. Hypothyroidism.

5. Dysphagia status post G-tube placement.

6. History of right hemicolectomy.

PLAN: As I discussed in the note hold laxative, lactulose, Senokot, and docusate. Check BMP, calcium, and magnesium tomorrow. Continue all her medications and monitor her weekly. Weight was reported by the staff that she has been losing weight but she has been on feeding tube and has been tolerating well. We will ask the dietitian if they have to change the formula also and we will adjust the formula as per dietitian recommendation.
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
