Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Smith comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she had an acute loss of vision, bilaterally, when she woke up after having had liver and kidney surgery. She states that she underwent a transplantation in May of this year with the transplant surgeon and when she woke up she had a significant loss of vision. She has a history of working as a restaurant manager, but had to stop a few weeks before her surgery because she has significant abdominal pain. She states that she cannot work at this time because of the loss of vision. She does not use eye drops. She has not had eye surgery.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right side and count fingers only on the left side. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. There is a right-sided exotropia. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows 3+ pallor to each optic nerve head. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing with a kinetic Goldman-type field utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows the absence of a visual field on the right side and 64 degrees of horizontal field on the left side, which is isolated to the temporal meridian.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. Exotropia.

Ms. Smith has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of bilateral loss of vision acutely after having had general transplant surgery. The history suggests and the examination supports the idea of an ischemic cause. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read, use a computer, distinguish between objects based upon visual stimuli, nor avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is poor.
