DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 93-year-old white female that we follow in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient continues to have a creatinine that is 1.5, normal serum electrolytes and an estimated GFR of 32 mL/min without evidence of proteinuria.

2. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Total cholesterol 136, HDL 57 and LDL 70.

3. Atrial fibrillation status post WATCHMAN procedure. The patient is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Siracuse.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. T3 is 2 pg/mL, T4 is 1.6 ng/dL and the TSH is 1.88. Uric acid 7.6.

5. The patient has urinary incontinence that is without evidence of deterioration.

6. Remote history of hypertension. The patient runs with a systolic blood pressure between 100 and 110 and the diastolic between 60 and 70. Very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
