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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white male that underwent nephrectomy for a papillary urothelial carcinoma high grade involving the right renal pelvis and extension into the ureter. Nephrectomy was done in November 2022, at Celebration Hospital. Prior to surgery, the patient had a serum creatinine of 1.4 and post surgery the creatinine has been around 2.2 to 2.5 mg%. The latest determination was 2.2. The estimated GFR is close to 29 mL and there is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient is followed by the urologist, Dr. Arciola. He has lost 9 pounds of body weight. The BMI is 25. The patient is advised to get the body weight on daily basis and maintain the current weight. He is following a plant-based diet, low sodium and a fluid restriction.

2. The patient has coronary artery disease, history of atrial fibrillation status post WATCHMAN procedure. He has had a cardiac catheterization with Dr. Jones and he was just found with sick sinus syndrome. The patient had a permanent pacemaker. He is followed by the AdventHealth cardiologist.

3. Arterial hypertension under control. The blood pressure reading today is 153/93, which is higher than before; however, he states that he gets better readings at home. The patient is encouraged to follow the blood pressure with a log and bring the log to the visit.

4. Diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c was 5.8 and was recently evaluated.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. History of carcinoma of the prostate that was excised 10 years ago. The patient is going to have a cystoscopy by Dr. Arciola in the coming month and a CT of the abdomen that was done on 03/08/2023, was reported without evidence of relapsing of the neoplastic disease. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested in the evaluation of the lab 7 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
