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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 81-year-old white patient that we follow in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB/AI. In the laboratory workup that was done on 09/14/2023, the patient has a creatinine of 1.6, BUN of 26, and an estimated GFR of 41 mL/min. Serum albumin 4.1 and potassium 4.6. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The patient remains very stable.

2. Arterial hypertension. Blood pressure today 121/56. The patient gained 2 pounds, 152 pound with a BMI of 21.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c on 09/14/2023, is 5.4%.

4. The patient has a hemoglobin of 12, the iron saturation is 29, the iron-binding capacity is 228 and the total iron is 83. He takes one iron every day. In the CBC, the patient has a hemoglobin of 12 and hematocrit of 36.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. The patient has history of aortic regurgitation. He is completely asymptomatic. We are going to suggest because of the presence of the aortic regurgitation followup with cardiology.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
