Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 31-year-old African American female who comes here for evaluation. She smokes cigar and occasional alcohol. The patient presents with history of recent CVA, which she experienced in June 30th to be exact where she had visual changes and weakness on the left side of the body. After initially being seen at Gainesville Hospital emergency room, she was sent to Plano Medical Center. The patient had workup including CT scan and she said that she had cerebellar stroke. She was given Lovenox for seven days then she was discharged on aspirin and Plavix. The patient is now here for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy prior to this however after this CVA, patient had frequent headaches with nausea, vomiting, and she has been placed on hydrocodone. The patient also has been on gabapentin periodically. She also takes amlodipine as well as atorvastatin.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: The patient has one pregnancy with a twin during which she had to have C-section.

MEDICATIONS: Includes atorvastatin 40 mg, aspirin 81 mg, Plavix 75 mg, gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., hydrocodone 325/5 mg q.6h p.r.n., and amlodipine she did does not know the dose.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 144 pounds, and blood pressure 136/103.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. 

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

CNS: No gross abnormality.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of recent CVA now totally recovered all CNS function.

2. Hypertension.

3. Possible migraine headache.

4. Rule out hypercoagulable status.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I have given her a prescriptions to have blood work done to rule out Factor V Leiden mutation, protein C, S level, antithrombin 3 level, and antiphospholipid profile once available we could make copy of the results available to you meanwhile she needs to continue aspirin as well as Plavix. We will decide once coagulation profile is available as to how long she might need to continue those drugs or she needs to be changed.
