Mr. Padilla is a 47-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes around 2011. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, anemia and diabetic peripheral neuropathy. His last hemoglobin A1c is 7.8%. His diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy as well as retinopathy in his left eye. He is on metformin 1000 mg twice daily and he started Ozempic three months ago and would like to continue this therapy. He denies any episodes of hypoglycemia. The patient states he had his gallbladder removed about four months ago.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes his current hemoglobin A1c is 7.8%. We are going to recommend restarting his Ozempic therapy at 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks and increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter. We will also continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day.

2. I will have the patient recheck his hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return to see the Ozempic and metformin combination is given.

3. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia we will get a current lipid panel and he is currently on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

5. For his GERD continue current therapy.

6. For her anemia continue current therapy.

7. His diabetes is complicated by neuropathy and retinopathy. Recommend yearly eye exam.
