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1. SG, 46-year-old woman with vertigo, blurred vision, and headache. Workup CBC, CMP, urinalysis, UPT and UDS all within normal limits. CT scan was negative. She is doing much better. She states Dr. Ambe did a great job.

2. LP, 21-year-old comes with lesions on the tongue and gums consistent with herpes, treated with acyclovir. Phone disconnected.

3. BF, 58-year-old comes in with low back pain involving MVA few days ago. X-rays were negative. The patient states that first the doctor was *__________*, but I did not want medications, I just wanted to make sure my back was okay and then he was very nice and very attentive. The patient was not given any medication because she did not want any.

4. PB, is a 6-month-old baby seen for URI. COVID positive. No treatment of course. The infant is not septic. I left the voicemail for mother to call back.

5. PB, this is an 8-year-old male with lip pain and facial pain because he was scratched by the dog. Minimal lesions and minimal damage. He was given Augmentin. Great choice. Left message.
6. SW, this is a 2-year-old with a leg pain. Normal gait. Diagnosed with contusion. No x-rays. Left message for mother. *__________* why I consider constipation limping children off and on. Left message.

7. PP, 57-year-old woman with hoarseness, cough, and congestion, Flu B and sinusitis. Treated with azithromycin, prednisone and Tamiflu. She is feeling so much better. Very happy with the doctor and to the point that she referred to another patient just to go see that doctor today. 
8. JC, is a 37-year-old male with left arm injury. X-rays were negative. Given Motrin 800 mg and sent home. Left message.
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9. KP, is a 39-year-old male with COVID symptoms, wants to be retested. COVID test was negative. The patient was not having any symptoms or issues. Voicemail not set up to receive messages.
10. KP, is a 15-month-old baby with diarrhea. Workup was negative, but the patient was having Flu B and RSV, was treated with Tamiflu and prednisone. Doing much better now and mother was very happy with the care received.

11. CR, this is a 17-month-old baby with runny nose, cough, and congestion. Swab testing was positive for strep. She was treated with Bicillin and sent home. The number is disconnected.
12. KT, is a 9-year-old baby with fever, strep positive and rest of swab negative. Treated with Bicillin. Left message.

13. KB, is a 7-year-old female with rash on top of the right foot and pain. Diagnosed with dermatitis. Did not do x-rays, but the mother states that Dr. Ambe spent a great time explaining to me why she did not need x-rays which she really appreciated.

14. DS, is a 19-year-old with headaches and toothache. CBC, CMP, CT scan of the head and UPT was negative. Treated with Toradol. CT scan did show sinusitis, but the patient was only given Motrin 800 mg. Please consider amoxicillin as well in someone with positive CT scan consistent with sinusitis. The final diagnosis was TMJ that is why no antibiotic was given. The patient nevertheless was very happy with the care that she received.

15. TS, is a 36-year-old male with leg injury. The patient was at home and was working on his car pulled his leg. CT scan initially showed possible plateau fracture. X-ray at first showed possible tibial plateau fracture. CT confirmed it. He was treated with Motrin 100 mg and sent home with a referral.

16. BH, is an 11-month-old baby with a pinkeye, was treated with lubricating agent because the doctor felt like it was viral and mother was happy with the care received.

17. AO, is a 52-year-old female with right foot pain. The patient was given Toradol. Distal tibial fracture noted. Put in a splint. Motrin 600 mg was given and the patient very happy with the care received.

18. GE, is a 17-year-old with abdominal pain and six weeks pregnant. UA, CBC, and CMP negative. OB ultrasound showed early pregnancy. No voicemail was set up yet to leave message. Workup was excellent.
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19. AB, is my 49-year-old woman with URI type symptoms. Temperature 99. History of COPD.  The patient had BMP, CBC, CMP, swap testing and chest x-ray. She was treated with bronchitis, azithromycin and guaifenesin was given. She states the doctor was very nice.

20. CD is a 9-year-old child with headache and sore throat. Positive strep. Treated with Bicillin. Mother again said the doctor was very nice without solicitation. Again very happy with the care received.

21. GB is a 16-year-old with anxiety, not feeling well. No x-rays or workup was done, but it was evident that the 16-year-old female was having anxiety issues and the doctor explained everything to mother without doing any workup and subsequently sent the patient home with no medications. Left message for the patient to call back.

22. PJ, 6-month old baby with URI, cough, wheezing and positive COVID. No medications were given.
