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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old Hispanic female that has a history of coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft and the patient had reevaluation after the surgery because of the presence of angina, the cardiac catheterization was done and two stents were deployed. The patient has been very well compensated. She is following the cardiologist, Dr. Torres and he saw the patient a couple of weeks ago. The patient continues to be in a stable condition. The kidney function has remained stable. The serum creatinine is 0.9, the BUN is 24 and the estimated GFR is 62 mL/min. She is CKD II. There is no evidence of significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today was 163/61. The patient gained 6 pounds of body weight. The patient was suggested to lose at least 4 pounds in order for this blood pressure to come into place.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. There is an isolated finding in the laboratory workup, which is elevation of the alkaline phosphatase. On 03/09/2023, the alkaline phosphatase was 159 and right now is 153. AST and ALT are normal. Albumin is normal. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 8 minutes in the lab, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
