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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old white female that we have been following because of the presence of hypercalcemia and alterations in the bone marrow with the production of paraprotein. The patient was referred to the Florida Cancer Center. A bone marrow that was done was consistent with multiple myeloma and the patient has been treated with Velcade and Revlimid. She is responding. Today, she comes for laboratory workup because she had a CKD stage IIIB going into stage IV. Today, the ionized calcium is within normal limits 4.6. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the patient has a serum creatinine of 1.7 came down from 2.13. The estimated GFR is 30 mL/min. The presence of proteinuria ______
