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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 52-year-old white female that has a history of syndrome of inappropriate ADH secretion. This hyponatremia is associated to the side effects with the medications that are given to control her tremors and alterations in the mood. In the most recent laboratory workup that was done on 09/26/2023, the serum sodium is reported at 141, potassium is 4.0, chloride 108 and CO2 23. The patient has adequate kidney function. The serum creatinine is 0.67 and the BUN is 63. The estimated GFR is 105 mL/min.

2. The patient has a familial tremor and she also has the diagnosis of paranoid schizophrenia. The patient is taking citalopram, lorazepam, oxcarbazepine, primidone and Seroquel.

3. Vitamin D deficiency. The patient states that she is taking 5000 units of vitamin D. I stated to the family and the patient that the level is low and I encouraged to review and, if indeed she is taking 5000 units, we have to increase the dose. They will let us know. Appointment to see us in four months.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient and 5 minutes with the documentation.
